Requirements for admission to the Watson School of Education and the Teacher Education Program are listed below. Please make sure that you have met each of the requirements before you submit your application.
Students pursuing education of young children, elementary education, middle grades education, special education, or special subjects (i.e., health and physical education, music and foreign language) programs:
Students must be admitted into the WSE in order to take courses numbered above EDN/SED 303. To be admitted to the WSE and Teacher Education Program, students must meet the following requirements:
 Completion of the university requirements in English, mathematics and a science laboratory course with a grade of “C” (2.00) or better in each course. 
  Completion of introductory educational foundations coursework, EDN 200 with a grade of “C” (2.00) or better. 
  Completion of four semesters or two academic years (minimum of 45 semester hours) of full-time college study or completion of required general studies program with a minimum overall grade point average of 2.70 on a 4.00 scale on work attempted at UNCW.  Transfer students must earn a 2.70 on a minimum of 12 hours completed at UNCW.  
  Passing scores on teacher education entry tests specified and mandated by the Board of Education of the State of North Carolina. 
For students pursuing secondary (9-12) licensure the admissions requirements include:
  Completion of the university requirements in English, mathematics and a science laboratory course with a grade of “C” (2.00) or better in each course. 
  Completion of four semesters or two academic years (minimum of 45 semester hours) of full-time college study or completion of required general studies program with a minimum overall grade point average of 2.70 on a 4.00 scale on work attempted at UNCW.  Transfer students must earn a 2.70 on a minimum of 12 hours completed at UNCW.  
  Passing scores on teacher education entry tests specified and mandated by the Board of Education of the State of North Carolina. 
*Secondary students should plan to be admitted to the Watson School of Education in the fall or summer of their sophomore year and begin SEC coursework in the fall of their junior year. Students may only begin the secondary program in the fall semester.
New exemption policy for Praxis I based on SAT or ACT scores, please refer to www.uncw.edu/ed/advising for details.
NOTE: students are responsible for ensuring their test scores (Praxis I, SAT, or ACT) are on file in the Watson School of Education.
  
· Review the social security number disclaimer.
The Watson School of Education is required by the NC Department of Public Instruction to provide social security numbers for all candidates recommended for teacher licensure as a part of the licensure application. In addition, the UNC General Administration requires that social security numbers be included for all teacher licensure candidates in an annual report of teacher productivity.

· Review the new background check requirement for education students.
All students completing degree or non-degree programs leading to NC teacher licensure must complete a formal criminal background check as they enter education coursework and again as they begin the student-teaching internship semester. In addition, any UNCW student completing education coursework requiring field experience in a public school setting must complete the background check.
Our office has arranged for Certiphi, Inc. to complete a local, state and federal background check.  Failure to complete the background check will prohibit you from taking any education coursework in which field experience is required.  As the majority of education courses require fieldwork, completion of the check is critical and we will only accept the background checks run by Certiphi, Inc. 
All completed background checks will be automatically transmitted to my office. There will be no need for you to print or submit a hard copy. The background checks will be reviewed thoroughly and if any offenses appear which might jeopardize your eligibility for a NC teaching license, we will contact you for a meeting to discuss the concerns. 
Failure to complete the background check prior to the start of the academic semester will result in you being dropped from all education courses requiring fieldwork.
Our office will send out additional information along with instructions on how to complete the background check.   The information will be sent to your UNCW email account after pre-registration ends.  When you receive our email notification, please complete the background check immediately.
