Parking:

· If you will be driving a BUS to campus, you will be parking in LOT “K.”  Traveling south on S. College Rd., this will be the last LEFT turn you can make onto campus onto Hurst Drive.  When you turn onto Hurst, you will then make your first LEFT onto Wagoner Drive and then turn RIGHT into the parking lot (K).

· If you are driving a car or smaller vehicle, you will be parking in the VISITOR’s LOT, located off of Wagoner Drive.  Traveling south on S. College Rd., turn LEFT onto Randall and then your first RIGHT onto Wagoner.  Drive 100 yards or so and turn LEFT onto Alderman Drive and the Visitor’s Lot is straight back.      
Lunch –  There are a couple options for lunch.  
· If you choose to take your students to Wagoner Dining Hall, the cost for a meal would be $7.39 + tax = $7.89.  This is an all-you-can-eat buffet set up and * PLEASE NOTE * Students who bring their lunch will not be allowed to enter Wagoner as it is a pay to enter hall.  These students can eat outside on the steps of Wagoner or over in the Ed Building Atrium or…
· If you choose to take your students to the Hawk’s Nest in the Fisher Student Center, students will have the option of buying lunch at Quizno’s, Chick-fil-A, Freshens, Sushi Station, The Varsity Grill, The Hawk Wok, The Tuscan Oven, Jole Mole (Mexican) and Express.
