There are five opportunities presently available.   
 
Public Relations/Marketing 
Student will learn and assist with marketing and public relations across all media outlets for non-profit historic site.  Areas to be marketed include: tourism - for both individuals and groups,  facility rental, school field trips, events and festivals, farmers market, and classes.  May include writing articles and stories for distribution to the public.  May include designing marketing materials.  Requires excellent internet and social media skills.  Work will be mostly indoors at computer.  May assist in representing plantation to the public or  media.  
 

Volunteer Program 
Will learn and assist in developing system, benefits, communications, instructions  and handbook for existing volunteer program.  Coordinate meetings and work sessions, develop methods of evaluation.  Knowledge of Microsoft Office systems and internet required.  Work is  mostly indoors at desk and computer.  
 

Nature Program Development
Seeking intern to develop science/nature program for Abbey Nature Preserve.  Purpose is to develop trail guide to be used for 4th and 5th grade field trips.  This will later be marketed to the schools.  Requires knowledge of flora, fauna, and seasonal effects.  Requires ability to write clearly and descriptively.  Requires walking and studying Abbey Nature Preserve which is adjacent to Poplar Grove.  
 

Museum Program Development
Seeking intern to assist in development of tour programs with specific focus for changing exhibits and text.  For example: black history month, peanut history, women's roles in plantation life.  Knowledge and interest in history required.  Writing skills required.  Must be organized and able to research, general and plantation specific, historic facts.  Work is predominantly at desk and computer.  May require visits to library or Wilmington Historic Society.
 

Horticulture Program    
Assist in developing greenhouse utilization plan.  Knowledge of plants, environment, regional heritage plants, etc. needed.  Ability to write and develop plan.  Some physical work may be involved in start up of greens in existing greenhouse.
