o Students admitted to UNCW Extension degree programs, as extension transfer students, must have
completed a minimum of 24 college credits (from any college in the North Carolina Community
College System or other accredited institutions).

o Application deadline is March 1 for Summer and Fall classes and November 1 for Spring classes.
