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As you can
imagine, studying
abroad is near and
dear to every
instructor in the
Department of
Foreign Languages
and Literatures.
Given the opportunity
to do so, each of us can wax eloquent
on the topic. Nevertheless, we
wanted to hear what our students had
to say about immersing themselves in
a different culture and language.
Therefore, we asked five study abroad
vets to share their impressions. In
addition to explaining where, what, and
for how long they studied abroad, we
asked students to think about how this
experience affected their lives, what
important lessons they learned, and
why they think it is a good idea to
travel and study abroad. See what

these travelers had to say about going
to school in Chile, France, Germany,
Japan, and Spain.(see pgs 6-7)

Our department also developed
several exciting outreach activities this
year! In an effort to interest area
elementary-, middle-, and high-school
students in foreign languages, we
hosted our first French and Spanish
nights. Students visited campus in
order to learn more about the language
programs at UNCW, meet our majors
and minors, hear about university
students’ experiences with study
abroad and learn about careers that
require a high level of proficiency in a
second language.

Finally, we have created some new
learning opportunities for foreign
language students at UNCW. A new
service-learning class allows Spanish
majors to use their language skills as
they interact with the Latino clientele

at a number of area social agencies
and schools. French majors had the
opportunity to take classes in
Francophone literature and film as
well as business French. In an effort
to diversify the language offerings at
UNCW, we have reinstated
Portuguese and added Russian to our
curriculum. During fall 2004, nearly
100 UNCW students enrolled in these
new classes. In fact, you will notice
that our masthead now includes “The
News” written in Russian.

Study abroad, language nights, and
curriculum development are only three
of the many areas that highlight FLL’s
commitment to teaching students
about other cultures and mastering a
second language. All of the articles in
this year’s newsletter demonstrate
how FLL’s dynamic professors are
committed to the goal of
internationalizing UNCW.

Service Learning in the Wilmington and Pender County Areas

Author Barbara Jacoby defines service-learning as a pedagogy, program and philosophy. Developed in the 1960°s, it
extends the learning experience beyond the classroom as students perform service to the community. Service-learning
differs from volunteerism in that it requires extensive reflection, assessment
and evaluation of the service performed. Students have the opportunity to

engage in creative problem solving, effective communication, teamwork and
negotiation. During spring 2004, Dr. Donna McGiboney offered an
innovative trial course, Spanish 492, “Service Learning in the Wilmington and
Pender Counties.” In this three-credit practicum, students spend thirty
semester hours at a local agency that maintains consistent contact with
Hispanic populations. During weekly classes, students report on their
experiences, polish pertinent grammar and address situational vocabulary.
Participating service-learning agencies include: the Wilmington YWCA,

New Hanover County Health Network, College Park Elementary School,

Pender Learning Center, New Hanover County Partnership for Children,

and Centro Latino.

CHILE
