completed at the time of application.  

 

Academic requirements for membership in accordance with national guidelines:  

 

1) Completion at least 48 semester credit hours of college work,  

2) Overall GPA: a minimum of 3.2  

3) GPA in SPANISH: a minimum of 3.0  

4) Completion of 18 semester credit hours of Spanish (or the equivalent thereof) including 

at least 9 UNCW credit hours at the 300 level and above. These 9 credit hours must be 

UNCW (not transfer) credits. 

5) Completion of a 3-credit course in Hispanic literature or Hispanic culture and civilization 

at the 300 level or above (SPN 311, 312, 321, 322, 411, 412, 421, 422, or a 495 course 

dealing with Hispanic literature or Hispanic civilization).  

 

Students invited to join will be required to pay an induction fee of $35.00. The fee includes 

lifetime membership in the national organization, a pin, a certificate, and a graduation cord 

representing Sigma Delta Pi.  Do NOT include this fee with your application form. 

Please complete the FORM on page 2. After applications are reviewed, students who meet the 

criteria for membership will be invited to join and asked to submit the $35 initiation fee.  They 

will also be advised of the date of the initiation ceremony.
