Prerequisite: Appropriate placement exam score. Students with 2 or more units of high school Spanish must
take the placement exam.

Course Description: The course objective is to attain basic reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills
through intensive listening and speaking practice. The course will follow an accelerated pace since it is
intended for students with two units of high school Spanish or an appropriate departmental placement exam
score. Learning strategies include daily vocabulary and grammar exercises, conversation, quizzes, discussion
of topics related to Spanish and Spanish-American culture and written assignments. We will cover chapters P —
8. The course is conducted in Spanish and demands the active participation of each student on a daily basis.

guidelines) employing appropriate grammar structures, vocabulary, pronunciation, and syntax. [SL1]

and accuracy. [SL2]

e Demonstrate basic knowledge of Spanish speaking countries and their cultures, and understand the
similarities and differences between those and your own. [SL3, SL4]

a) All students enrolled in Spanish language courses at UNCW (SPN 101, 102, 120, 201, 202) are allotted
three absences for classes that meet MWF.

b) For each absence in excess of the limit stated in a) above, three points will be deducted from the final
grade.

c) Any student who misses nine or more classes in a MWF class will automatically fail the course.

d) ATTENDANCE IN DEPTH - Your final grade will drop three points for each absence over three, regardless
of the explanation for the absence(s). In other words, you are allowed three absences for any reason:
beautiful beach days, illness, funerals, doctor’s visits, emergencies, court dates, car trouble, hangovers, or
any other reason you can think of. In addition, if you miss 15 minutes or more, if you are tardy/leave early
three times or if you engage in disruptive behaviors (see Classroom Policies above) you WILL be counted
absent. Finally, you cannot make up missed days. Please note that class is not cancelled the day before a
break so make your travel plans accordingly.

e) PERFECT ATTENDANCE EXTRA CREDIT- As an added incentive, | will add three points to your final average
if you come to class every day. This means you are not allowed to miss more than 15 minutes of any class,
arrive late/leave early more than three times or engage in disruptive behavior as specified in the classroom
policies, either. If you miss just one day, | will award you two points. However, if you are very ill, do not
put yourself or other students at risk by coming to class just for the extra points!

Please complete the homework by the
deadline listed on the syllabus. Do not wait until the last minute to do your homework! If the deadline
passes while you are working you will not receive credit. No extensions will be given to anyone for any
reason, even if your computer crashes or the power goes out. Assignments are posted well enough in
advance that these problems can be avoided or resolved in time to meet the final due date for the chapters.

Quizzes: You will have several short vocabulary and grammar quizzes given in the first five minutes of class
throughout the semester. Your lowest score will be automatically dropped. There are NO make-ups for
quizzes, however you may schedule to take a quiz early if you know you will be absent on the quiz day.

Conversation Center: To help prepare you for the oral test, you are required to attend and actively participate
at the Centro de Conversacion in 124 Leutze Hall for four 30-minute sessions throughout the semester. You
will turn in one completed form on each regular test day. See requirements on Blackboard.

Oral Test: You will have one speaking test nearing the end of the semester that will take place in my office
(Bear 123). It will consist of a five minute conversation in Spanish with me based mostly on the grammar and
vocabulary covered during the course of the semester. The grading rubric for the speaking test as well as
sample questions and how to study will all be available on Blackboard. A few weeks before the oral test you
will sign up for a specific time and day to schedule your speaking test.

Participation: Your participation grade is determined by your attendance and willingness to volunteer
consistently, to participate meaningfully in group work, and to use Spanish to communicate in the classroom
(avoiding English at all costs). Take every opportunity to speak up, volunteer to read and engage in group or
partner activities.
