COURSE DESCRIPTION:  SPN 202 is the second intermediate-level course (SPN 201 is the first) in which we practice, review, and amplify the 4 language skills we acquired in Beginning Spanish (listening, speaking, reading, and writing), as well as focus on cultural appreciation.  How will we accomplish this, you ask?  After a brief review (i.e., 201-level Spanish), we will cover selected portions of Lessons 7-12.  Attendance, participation, keeping up with homework, constant practice outside as well as in class are necessary to ensure success in Spanish at the college level; please don't allow yourself to fall behind! 
This course is conducted in Spanish; please be prepared to hear and use it at all times.

Course Student Learning Outcomes: 
• Speak in Spanish with novice-high fluency and accuracy (as stated in the ACTFL proficiency guidelines) employing appropriate grammar structures, vocabulary, pronunciation, and syntax. [SL1] 
• Demonstrate appropriate fluency and accuracy in listening comprehension skills. [SL1] 
• Write in Spanish with novice-high fluency and accuracy (as stated in the ACTFL proficiency guidelines) using appropriate phrases, grammar structures, vocabulary, and syntax. [SL2] 
• Demonstrate the ability to read and comprehend level-appropriate narratives with appropriate fluency and accuracy. [SL2] 
• Demonstrate  knowledge of Spanish speaking countries and their cultures, and understand the similarities and differences between those and your own. [SL3, SL4] 



PREREQUISITES:  A student who has passed 201 or has placed directly into 202 via the placement exam is ready for 202.

EVALUATION:   Following is an explanation of your grade breakdown.  Please bear in mind that instructor discretion is a determining factor based on participation.

QUIZZES 25%:  Every few classes we will take an in-class quiz based on material recently covered.  The lowest quiz grade (but not the Supersite exercises quiz grade) will be dropped.  It is not possible to make up quizzes or to take them early. 
EXAMS  50%   During the semester, you will have two in-class exams.  It is essential to remember that all of my tests and quizzes have an aural (listening) component. 
FINAL EXAM  25%:   25% of your grade comes from taking the final exam.     Part of your final exam grade comes from a one-on-one conversation you will have with me.  Additional information about this final exam component (topics, categories for assessment, duration, etc.) will be provided closer to the end of the semester.  The same is the case for writing, reading, and listening comprehension.  The final contains assessment sections for all of these skills, plus culture.  In order to be prepared properly for the final exam, daily attendance, and constant practice outside class, is necessary.

WORKBOOK AND OTHER ASSIGNMENTS: 
There are two very important things to tell you regarding the online workbook and homework:
1.  Your average from Supersite exercises will be counted as a quiz grade* at the end of the semester.  Be mindful of due dates listed on Supersite; it is not possible to submit after the deadlines pass.  (This quiz grade may not be used as the “drop”)

2.  Other, "tailor-made" homework assignments will be given via email.

Regardless of other homework, the following out-of-class assignments are required throughout the semester:

FOR READING:  
Each weekend, read a Spanish-language newspaper article.  On Mondays, come to class prepared to speak in Spanish on what it was about.  (Be sure to include the name and country of origin of the newspaper, the date of the edition you read, and the title of the article.)

FOR WRITING:  
As stated above, occasionally I email practice sentences and exercises. They will provide you an opportunity to write clearly and correctly in Spanish.  In addition, you’ll be writing a composition this semester using themes in Enfoques chapters.  This composition will be (minimum) 10 sentences long.  It will be submitted TYPED AND DOUBLE-SPACED. It will count as a quiz grade.  

FOR PRONUNCIATION:
Good pronunciation is a must!  This may surprise you, but the better you pronounce Spanish the better you’ll comprehend it when it’s spoken to you by native speakers.  We will do lots of fun pronunciation exercises in class, so get ready!  Make a habit of reading out loud daily in Spanish for A MINIMUM of two minutes.  

FOR LISTENING:
Listen to Spanish as much as you possibly can, wherever you can.  We have a Spanish language television station, Ch. 3, plus infinite online opportunities to hear language and songs.  Join the Spanish Club for still another opportunity to practice Spanish and have fun at the same time!

a) All students enrolled in Spanish language courses at UNCW (SPN 101, 102, 120, 201, 202) are allotted three absences for classes that meet MWF, two absences for classes that meet TR or MW, and one absence for classes that meet during the summer session (MTWR, MTWRF, full term). 	 

b) For each absence in excess of the limit stated in a) above, three points will be deducted from the final grade. 

c) Any student who misses nine or more classes in a MWF class, six or more classes in a MW or TR class, five or more classes in a full term summer class, five or more classes in a MTWRF summer class summer, or four or more classes in a MTWR summer class summer will automatically fail the course.
