PREREQUISITE: Successful completion of SPN 102 or 120, or appropriate placement exam score.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: The course objective is to improve basic reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills through intensive listening and speaking practice.  Learning strategies include daily vocabulary and grammar exercises, conversation, discussion of topics related to Spanish and Latin American culture, and written assignments. We will cover chapters 1 - 6. The course is conducted in the target language and demands the active participation of each student on a daily basis.

· Demonstrate basic knowledge of Spanish speaking countries and their cultures, and understand the similarities and differences between those and your own. [SL3, SL4]

REQUIRED TEXTBOOK AND MATERIALS: 
· Enfoques textbook, 3rd edition, Blanco and Colbert (including Supersite Plus code)
· Spanish/English Dictionary
· UNCW email account 
· The course is organized on Blackboard so all students need to familiarize themselves with the platform and check the site daily for assignments, announcements, instructions, and other useful material.

COMMON ATTENDANCE POLICY: 
a) All students enrolled in Spanish language courses at UNCW (SPN 101, 102, 120, 201, 202) are allotted three absences for classes that meet MWF, two absences for classes that meet TR or MW, and one absence for classes that meet during the summer session (MTWR, MTWRF, full term). 	
 
b) For each absence in excess of the limit stated in a) above, three points will be deducted from the final grade.

	Supersite assignments must be submitted by 11:59 p.m. on the day due (always the night before class). All assigned WebSAM activities on the Supersite are required.

	Students will work in groups (same groups as assigned for the homework activities) to prepare and present three teatros during the semester. Specific assignments will be given for each one and all students are expected to fully participate. Students will be assigned to a different group for each teatro.

	There will be one exam given in class every two chapters to evaluate students’ skills in the material covered. See grading rubrics on Blackboard for detailed grading information for the composition section. There are no make ups for exams, but the lowest unit exam grade will be dropped.

	There will be two oral exams, one about halfway through the semester and the other at the end. These will consist of a one-on-one conversation with the instructor. See grading rubrics on Blackboard for detailed grading information.  Oral exams must be taken on their scheduled day.


	Final exam

	At the end of the semester you will have a comprehensive final exam that evaluates your use and comprehension of Spanish. There are no make ups for the final exam.
