Prerequisite: Successful completion of SPN 101 (at UNCW or transfer credit).

Course Description: The course objective is to attain basic reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills through intensive listening and speaking practice.  Learning strategies include daily vocabulary and grammar exercises, conversation, quizzes, discussion of topics related to Spanish and Latin American culture and written assignments. We will cover chapters 5 – 8.  The course is conducted in Spanish and demands the active participation of each student on a daily basis.

· Speak in Spanish with novice to novice-mid fluency and accuracy (as stated in the ACTFL proficiency guidelines) employing appropriate grammar structures, vocabulary, pronunciation, and syntax. [SL1]

· Write in Spanish with novice to novice-mid fluency and accuracy (as stated in the ACTFL proficiency guidelines) using appropriate phrases, grammar structures, vocabulary, and syntax. [SL2]
· Demonstrate the ability to read and comprehend short and simple narratives with appropriate fluency and accuracy. [SL2]
· Demonstrate basic knowledge of Spanish speaking countries and their cultures, and understand the similarities and differences between those and your own. [SL3, SL4]
