With a population of 3 
million, Salvador is Brazil's fourth largest city and is the 
capital of the state of Bahia.

Program Overview - The Summer Study Abroad Program in Brazil allows 
students the opportunity to study Portuguese language and explore the values, 
ideologies and symbolic content of an area of Brazil in which practices of African 
origin have enriched the culture. The African legacy in Brazil thrived in colonial 
times, and nowadays it remains a driving force, emerging in cultural, artistic and 
religious elements that can be seen throughout the country, and especially in 
this city. 

Academics - This six-week summer program provides undergraduate and 
graduate students with the opportunity to learn the language, culture and history 
of Brazil. It offers courses comprising beginning, intermediate, and advanced 
Portuguese language and Brazilian culture. Track I: Elementary Portuguese, 72 
hours of classroom language learning + 18 hours of cultural activities; Track II: 
Intermediate Portuguese, 72 hours of classroom language learning + 18 hours 
of cultural activities; Track III Advanced Portuguese students will take two or 
three of the following: 1) Oral and Written Expression / "Brazil in the News"); 2) 
Advanced Grammar; 3) Linguistic ideologies and the acquisition of Brazilian 
Portuguese - advanced language students have the option of taking this course 
that combines sociolinguistics and theoretical language acquisition two 
afternoons per week. There is no pre-requisite to join this course. Students 
choose from one of three tracks, determined by a placement test at the 
beginning of the program. 

Program Activities and Features - This program is an intensive immersion 
experience that allows students to develop fluency in Portuguese language 
while experiencing the rich and varied historical and cultural landscape of Bahia. 
Language classes for all students are held weekday mornings in Associação 
Cultural Brazil Estados Unidos (ACBEU) from 9 a.m. to 12 p.m.. Additionally, 
topics ranging from Brazilian culture to economy and politics will be explored 
through afternoon lectures, cultural visits and field trips. These activities are part 
of the required language component of the program.  
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Location  
According to legend, Salvador has 365 churches, one for each day of the year. Music 

and religion are an essential a part of the people's lives. The music of capoeira (a 

martial art/dance/ritual developed by African slaves) is directly related to that of 

candomblé (an Afro-Brazilian religion). The best way to orient yourself in Salvador is to 

think of the town as divided into four areas: beaches, suburbs, and upper and lower city. 

Downtown Salvador encompasses both the historical Cidade Alta (Upper City) and the 

Cidade Baixa (Lower City). In the upper city, the highlight is Largo do Pelourinho 

(Pillory), site of Salvador's best-preserved colonial buildings. Today, Pelourinho is 

considered by UNESCO to be one of the most important groupings of 17th and 18th 

century colonial architecture in the Americas.

Accommodation - Each program participant will be 

housed with a Brazilian family. The host families will 

provide daily breakfast, lunch and dinner. Families also 

provide laundry services. 

Cost - Estimated Program Fee: U$ 5,000 

Program Fee includes: Tuition, housing and scheduled 

meals while in Salvador; on-site orientation activities; 

program-sponsored activities and excursions; most 

local transportation for program-sponsored activities; 

language text books and course packs; and 

administrative fees (payable to U. Iowa) and Study 

abroad medical insurance and $100 study abroad fee 

(payable to UNCW).. The program fee does not include 

round trip airfare (approximately $1300,) passport and 

visa fees, recommended immunizations, health 

insurance coverage, some local transportation, meals 

during Morro de Sao Paulo excursion, personal 

expenses (approximately $500-$700), study abroad 

medical insurance. or study abroad administrative fees. 

Financial Aid and Scholarships 

Federal and state financial aid may be applied toward this 
program.  Even if you are normally ineligible for financial aid, 
you should submit a financial aid application (FAFSA). You 
may find that you are eligible for additional funding.
