Students must 
be in good standing in the Honors Scholars Program and the university, and awards are based on 
academic qualifications including references and GPA, financial need, and a personal essay. Any 
full-time UNCW Honors student earning academic credit abroad on a UNCW education abroad 
program may apply. Grants awarded may range from $500-$1500. 
 
Grant applications cannot be considered until formal application and deposit for an 
exchange/study abroad program has been submitted to the Office of International Programs. 
Complete applications must be received by:
