Faculty Teaching Load Policy

Adopted by the department, Feb 25, 2003

         A faculty member is “research active” when he/she is on tenure-track or satisfies the following:
a) maintains eligibility for graduate faculty status for the coming academic year; 

b) has at least one research article (in a refereed journal) or book appropriate to his/her discipline published or accepted in the past three years.
Should criteria in b) not be met, a review of the status will be conducted by the department chair and the Executive Committee considering the faculty’s overall research activities in the past three years.
At the end of each Fall semester, those faculty who would like to be considered for this status are required to submit to the department chair an itemized list consisting of the following:
 
1) Research articles published in refereed or non-refereed media in the past three years;
2) Presentations of research results at professional meetings in the past three years;
3) Papers submitted for publication in the past three years;
4) Grants applied for and secured in the past three years;
5) Graduate thesis/project or Honor’s thesis directed in the past three years.
              Starting Fall 2003, teaching loads for faculty members should be assigned according to the  

       following guidelines:
1. The top priority in scheduling is to make each faculty with “Research Active” status teach 18 load hours per academic year. If the budget circumstance does not allow this to happen, the Executive Committee will find a way to rotate the reduced teaching load. 

2. The second priority in scheduling is to make each faculty with Graduate Faculty status teach 21 load hours per academic year. If the budget circumstance does not allow this to happen, the Executive Committee will find a way to rotate the reduced teaching load. 
3. Starting Fall 2003, each graduate course will be counted as 3 load hours unless it is 1) a newly developed or significantly altered course, 2) a faculty’s first time teaching the course, or 3) has larger than typical enrollment for a graduate course.  In either of the first 2 cases and additional 1 load hour will be granted.  In the last case, an appropriate number of additional load hours will be granted by the Department Chair.

4. Starting Fall 2003, the department will fully implement its policy on CHE (credit hour equivalence) for thesis direction. For faculty who is directing a graduate thesis (with student registered in MAT/STT599), the thesis directing will be counted as 0.5 load hour per semester for up to 3 semesters.
