1. Visualize and recite topic in 

center of paper. 

2. Visualize and recite main ideas. 

3. Check accuracy by looking at 

mapping. 

4. Return to 1st main idea.  

Without looking at paper, recite 

major and minor details 

associated to that main idea. 

5. Check accuracy by looking at 

mapping. 

6. Continue until you have recited 

all main ideas, major details, 

and minor details. 
 

            Hierarchies 
 
How to Study From Hierarchies 

1. Visualize and recite topic 
written on top line. 

2. Visualize and recite main ideas 
on level 2. 

3. Check accuracy by looking at 
hierarchy. 

4. Return to first main idea on 
level 2.  Recite level 3 and 4 
major and minor details. 

5. Check accuracy by looking at 
hierarchy. 

6. Continue until all main ideas 
are recited. 

7. Use reflective activities.

How to Study From Time Lines 

1. Make a set of study flash cards as you look at the time line. 
2. Cover up the bottom half of the time line.  Recite dates. 
3. Cover up the top half of the time.  Recite events. 
4. Make written or verbal summaries.
