Resources: During the first year of the MA program (2007-2008) the Graduate School
provided five Graduate Research Assistantships to our program, with an
additional five during the 2008-2009 academic year. Using funds from a
faculty research grant, we have added another graduate assistantship to
our program providing us 11 Graduate Assistantships in total. These
assistantships have been helpful in recruitment and in providing
professional training for our MA students. In addition, the Graduate
School has provided New Scholar Awards and Graduate Tuition
Scholarships for each academic year; these have been divided among
graduate students to assist in their research needs.

Curriculum: Curriculum development has followed the guidelines outlined in our
Request to Establish proposal. No modifications have been made since
the program has been established.

Other Information: ~ The first cohort of MA students will graduate in Spring 2009. Many of
the graduate students have presented their research at national professional
meetings and conferences as well as local, regional and state-wide
conferences. Several of our first cohort students are applying to PhD
programs to continue their graduate careers. We have placed five students
in competitive internships pertinent to their career aspirations that will



advance their professional skills and provide much needed research and
assistance to their host internship organizations. Progress with the MA
program has been extremely successful. A new cohort of students will be
added in Fall 2009.
