(2) Be currently enrolled in COM 105 if student will have completed 45 hours at the end of the semester in which (s)he
declares PRE-COM

Requirements to declare COM: A PCOM student must complete COM 105 and COM 200 with a grade of “B” or better
in each. Completion of an application available online is also required at the time the student declares PRE-COM.
