Vocal Performance majors are required to demonstrate proficiency in French, German, or Italian

language at the level of our language department course 102.

Keyboard Performance: 16 hrs: MUS 275 or 276 (3); MUS 375 or 376 (3), 6 of MUS electives, and 4 hrs of secondary applied music (not

to include class piano). No additional hours in music may be applied toward this degree. Those interested in a career in keyboard pedagogy

are advised to take both MUS 275 and 276 Keyboard Literature |1 & 1l (3,3) and both MUS 375 and 376 Piano Pedagogy | & 1l (3,3). They

may also take MUS 475 Practicum in Applied Teaching (1).

Instrumental Performance: 15 hrs: including MUS 286 (2), 371 (3), and 10 hours of music electives. No additional hours in music may be

applied toward this degree.

Jazz performance: 21 hrs: MUS 130 (1), 136 (2), 235 (2), 236 (2), 308 (2), 330 (1), 365 (4), 309 (2) or 372 (2), and 5 hrs of MUS electives
